Primmer moved/Bierschenk seconded: To approve the wage increase for Rodney Clark, Transportation driver who obtained his Class C License with passenger endorsement effective February 19, 2022 at the hourly rate of $15.40. Motion carried. 
Primmer moved/Bierschenk seconded: To approve the minutes of February 22, 2022. Motion carried.
Primmer moved/Bierschenk seconded: To approve Class C Liquor License for Terra Hills Country Club. Motion carried. 
Mona Onken, provided a brief update regarding the approval of the proposed fund balance projects that were addressed at the Mental Health Regional board meeting that was held on Thursday the 24th. 
Discussion about the pay for township officials was had. The Auditor was recently approached in the regards that there hasn’t been an increase since 2007. Currently they receive $15 an hour, or a minimum of $25 a meeting. No action was taken, but the board did throw out a few figures and will act on this at a future meeting. 
Auditor Rippel also mentioned the need for an appointment for a Benton Township trustee due to vacancy. 
[bookmark: _Hlk97273512][bookmark: _GoBack]The time of 9:15 a.m. having arrived, and this being the time and date for a land use hearing for HGP LLC in part of SE1/4 NE1/4 of 34-85-9. Jim Hicks was present, along with some adjacent property owners, no media was present. Marc Greenlee presented the technical information with the Benton County Agricultural Land Use Preservation Ordinance which included talk about the septic systems, wells, soil erosion and drainage control. HGP LLC would like to propose a change of the 17 acres and replat lots 8 through 13 from the Hidden Meadow Subdivision into 8 lots to be called the Sunset Estates. Hidden Meadow was previously approved in 2017 for 5 residential lots and 1 commercial. CSR average is 52. There will need to be new driveway. Adjacent land use is crop land and other subdivisions. Notice was sent to 12 adjacent owners and published in the newspapers. There was one inquiry prior to the meeting, not for or against, just asked the details. There were 3 adjoining neighbors present who all had a chance to voice their concerns.  One questioned how the wells would be affected in the area, and two stated they liked their isolated homes and didn’t like the idea of having more homes.  A further concern was the view of sheds instead of nicer homes to match the ones that are currently in place. Another question that arose was the covenants and home owner association rules. Greenlee reported that covenants are required and that HGP Land had them prepared in preparation for final plat approval. The residents were reminded that originally this was platted for a commercial lot and residential prior to today’s hearing, so the only thing that was changing was eliminating the commercial need. The public hearing was closed.

Resolution authorizing and approving a certain Loan Agreement and providing for the issuance of $5,025,000 General Obligation Emergency Communications Bonds, Series 2022 and providing for the levy of taxes to pay the same

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors (the “Board”) of Benton County, Iowa (the “County”), heretofore proposed to enter into a General Obligation Emergency Communications Loan Agreement (the “Loan Agreement”) and to borrow money thereunder in a principal amount not to exceed $8,250,000 pursuant to the provisions of Sections 331.402 and 331.441 of the Code of Iowa for the purpose of paying the cost, to that extent, of improving and equipping emergency communications systems, and pursuant to law and duly published notice of the proposed action, has held a hearing thereon on October 19, 2021; and
WHEREAS, a Preliminary Official Statement (the “P.O.S.”) has been prepared to facilitate the sale of General Obligation Emergency Communications Bonds, Series 2022 (the “Bonds”) in evidence of the obligation of the County under the Loan Agreement, and the County has made provision for the approval of the P.O.S. and has authorized its use by D.A Davidson & Co. (the “Underwriter”); and
WHEREAS, a certain Bond Purchase Agreement (the “Bond Purchase Agreement”) has been prepared to set forth the terms of the Loan Agreement and the Bonds and the understanding between the County and the Underwriter, with respect to the purchase thereof and the Board of Supervisors has approved the Bond Purchase Agreement and made provision for its execution and delivery; and 

WHEREAS, it is now necessary to make final provision for the approval of the Loan and authorize the issuance of the Bonds;

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Benton County, Iowa, as follows:

Section 1.	The County shall enter into the Loan Agreement with the Underwriter, in substantially the form as has been placed on file with the Board, providing for a loan to the County in the principal amount of $5,025,000, for the purpose or purposes set forth in the preamble hereof.

The Chairperson and County Auditor are hereby authorized and directed to sign the Loan Agreement on behalf of the County, and the Loan Agreement is hereby approved.
Section 2.	The Bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in evidence of the obligation of the County under the Loan Agreement, in the total aggregate principal amount of $5,025,000, to be dated March 15, 2022, in the denomination of $5,000 each, or any integral multiple thereof, maturing on June 1 in each of the years, in the respective principal amounts and bearing interest at the respective rates, as follows:

BOKF, N.A., Lincoln, Nebraska, Iowa, is hereby designated as the Registrar and Paying Agent for the Bonds and may be hereinafter referred to as the “Registrar” or the “Paying Agent.”  The County shall enter into an agreement (the “Registrar/Paying Agent Agreement”) with the Registrar, in substantially the form as has been placed on file with the Board; the Chairperson and County Auditor are hereby authorized and directed to sign the Registrar/Paying Agent Agreement on behalf of the County; and the Registrar/Paying Agent Agreement is hereby approved.
The Bonds are not subject to optional redemption prior to maturity.
Accrued interest on the Bonds shall be payable semiannually on the first day of June and December in each year, commencing December 1, 2022.  Interest shall be calculated on the basis of a 360-day year comprised of twelve 30-day months.  Payment of interest on the Bonds shall be made to the registered owners appearing on the registration books of the County at the close of business on the fifteenth day of the month next preceding the interest payment date and shall be paid to the registered owners at the addresses shown on such registration books. In case any officer whose signature or the facsimile of whose signature appears on the Bonds shall cease to be such officer before the delivery of the Bonds, such signature or such facsimile signature shall nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes, the same as if such officer had remained in office until delivery.

In the event that the County identifies a qualified securities depository to replace DTC, the County will register and deliver replacement Bonds, fully registered in the name of such depository, or its nominee, in the denominations as set forth above, as reduced from time to time prior to maturity in connection with redemptions or retirements by call or payment, and in such event, such depository will then maintain the book-entry system for recording ownership interests in the Bonds.
Ownership interest in the Bonds may be purchased by or through Participants.  Such Participants and the persons for whom they acquire interests in the Bonds as nominees will not receive certificated Bonds, but each such Participant will receive a credit balance in the records of DTC in the amount of such Participant’s interest in the Bonds, which will be confirmed in accordance with DTC’s standard procedures. DTC will receive payments from the County, to be remitted by DTC to the Participants for subsequent disbursement to the Beneficial Owners.  The ownership interest of each Beneficial Owner in the Bonds will be recorded on the records of the Participants whose ownership interest will be recorded on a computerized book-entry system kept by DTC.
When reference is made to any action which is required or permitted to be taken by the Beneficial Owners, such reference shall only relate to those permitted to act (by statute, regulation or otherwise) on behalf of such Beneficial Owners for such purposes. Section 7.	A certified copy of this resolution shall be filed with the County Auditor, and the County Auditor is hereby instructed to enter for collection and assess the tax hereby authorized.  When annually entering such taxes for collection, the County Auditor shall include the same as a part of the tax levy for Debt Service Fund purposes of the County and when collected, the proceeds of the taxes shall be converted into the Debt Service Fund of the County and set aside therein as a special account to be used solely and only for the payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds hereby authorized and for no other purpose whatsoever. DESTRUCTION OF NOXIOUS WEEDS

Be It Resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Benton County, Iowa that pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 317, Code of Iowa, it is hereby ordered:
	1.  That each owner and each person in the possession or control of any lands in Benton County shall cut, burn or otherwise destroy all noxious weeds thereon, as defined in this chapter, at such times in each year and in such manner as shall prevent said weeds from blooming or coming to maturity, and shall keep said lands free from such growth of any other weeds as shall render the streets or highways adjoining said land unsafe for public travel. Noxious weeds shall be cut or otherwise destroyed on or before May 1st, 2022 and as often thereafter as is necessary to prevent seed production:

	2.  That each owner and each person in the possession or control of any lands in Benton County infested with any of the following noxious weeds shall adopt a program of weed destruction described by the Weed Commissioner, which may be expected to destroy and will immediately keep under control such infestations of said noxious weeds.
(a) Primary Noxious Weeds: Quackgrass, Perennial Sowthistle, Canada Thistle, Bull Thistle, Musk Thistle, European Morning Glory or Field Bindweed, Horsenettle, Leafy Spurge, Perennial Peppergrass, Russian Knapweed, Buckthorn, Tall Thistle and all other species of thistles belonging in general of Cirsium and Carduus, Palmer Amaranth.

(b) Secondary Noxious Weeds: Butterprint, Cocklebur, Wild Mustard, Puncturevine, Teasel, Wild Carrot, Buckthorn Plantain, Sheep Sorrel, Sour Dock, Smooth Dock, Poison Hemlock, Wild Sunflower, Multiflora Rose and Shattercane.

	3.  That if the owners or persons in possession or control of any land in Benton County fail to comply with the foregoing orders, the Weed Commissioner or his designee shall cause this to be done and the expense of said work, including costs of serving notice and other costs, if any, shall be assessed against the real estate.
	4.  That the County Engineer is hereby directed to cause notice of the making and entering of the foregoing order by one publication in each of the official newspapers of the County.
